Lchy the out-of-control breeders were discovered
when someone purchased a sick o|og from them and
reportec| it to their veterinarian. Animal welfare agents
went to the property and were shocked to find close to
800 &ogs crammed in a Ht%y trip|e wide trailer,

coated in urine and feces and missing paws.
